TULSA, OK -- The hills of Tulsa will
ring with some of Broadway’s most
beloved tunes on November 15 when
Tulsa Opera presents The Sound of
Music.

Rodgers and Oscar Hammerstein
I's beloved classic musical stars
award-winning Broadway soprano
Jenn Gambatese (Wicked, School of
Rock, Mrs. Doubtfire) as Maria.
Tulsa’s favorite leading man, tenor
Sam Briggs (Into the Woods, I Love
You, You're Perfect, Now Change,
Ragtime, Sunday in the Park with
George) is Captain von Trapp, and
international opera legend and
Oklahoma native, soprano Leona
Mitchell (The Metropolitan Opera,
Wiener Staatsoper, Opera Nacional de
Chile, Tulsa Opera) makes her role
debut as The Mother Abbess.

“To take to the stage here at home
is a tremendous gift,” says Briggs. In
addition to his role as Captain von
Trapp, he is also Tulsa Opera’s Artistic
Administrator and a Filstrup Resident
Artist. “I've been singing for over a
decade with Tulsa Opera. I started off
in the chorus, then became a member
of the Filstrup Resident Artist
Company. Now, I'm preparing to sing
on the mainstage, reuniting with both
Broadway veteran Jenn Gambatese,
our wonderful Maria, and interna-
tional superstar Leona Mitchell, our
Mother Abbess. I'm pinching myself!”

Based on the true story of the sing-
ing von Trapp family and their coura-
geous escape from the Nazis during
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World War II, The Sound of Music
contains wall-to-wall hits such as
“Edelweiss,” “My Favorite Things,”
“Climb Every Mountain,” “Do-Re-Mi,”
and of course, the title song.

“At its heart, The Sound of Music
is a story about people seeking safety
and new beginnings — something that
connects with many families in Tulsa
today,” says Tulsa Opera Artistic
Administrator and Sound of Music
conductor, Maestro Aaron Beck.
“Opera has always been about human
stories that cross borders, and we're
proud to bring that message to our
community. Seeing our Tulsa Youth
Opera singers perform in this produc-
tion is especially moving; they repre-
sent the hope and promise of a new
generation growing up in a city that
celebrates all its cultures.”

The Sound of Music is presented in
semi-staged concert format, with cos-
tumed principals, theatrical lighting,
and set pieces. Directed by Machele
Miller Dill and conducted by Tulsa
Opera Artistic Director Maestro Aaron
Beck, the popular musical features the
Tulsa Opera Signature Chorale and
the Tulsa Opera Orchestra. The one-
night-only performance takes place on
November 15, 2025, 7:30 p.m., at the
VanTrease Performing Arts Center for
Education on the Southeast Campus
of Tulsa Community College. Tickets
start at $20 and are available at tul-
saopera.com or by calling
918.582.3133.

“I have a feeling folks are in for a
surprise when they see us in
November,” adds Briggs. “The themes
of family, country, and finding and
losing one's home make The Sound of
Music feel deeply urgent. It's my hope
that Tulsa turns out to see a show they
know and love, and also reflect on how
the von Trapp family may mirror the
stories of many of our neighbors.”
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
